Ajanta Cave Painting

T.he most famous paintings are found in the Ajanta caves. Ajanta caves are
s_ltuated over the winding bed of the Waghora river, a small tributary of the Tapti
river, sixty miles northeast of Aurangabad district in Maharashtra state. The
caves are named after the nearby village Ajintha. Ajanta caves extend a rocky
hill some 260 feet high and cut out of its sides along a stretch of 540 yards.
There are thirty caves, including an unfinished one. Caves 9, 10, 19, 26 and 29
are Chaitya halls (worshipping places). Others were used as Viharas
(Monasteries) where the monks lived. Ajanta caves were discovered in 1819 by
some of the officers of the Madras regiment. One of them is Major John Smith.
The first report on the Ajanta caves was sent to the Royal Asiatic Society by
Lt. JeE. Alexandra in 1824.

Fresco

Fresco is a technique of mural painting in which the painting is executed upon
freshly-laid or wet lime plaster. Water or water mixed with lime is used for the
pigment to merge with the plaster. As the plaster sets, the moisture evaporates,
and the calcium in the lime turns into a fine layer of calcium carbonate on the
surface of the painting. This protects the colours. Frescos are executed on
surfaces rich in lime and the pigments also use lime as a binder, the colour
palette becomes limited because chemicals present in pigments react to the
calcium present in lime. Hence the Indian painter used Ramraj, Hirmich,
Hingul, ochre, indigo, lamp soot or coal dust and various combinations for
frescos. The pigments were powdered in a pestle, sieved, mixed with water and
